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Our standard camping Kabins are 12 ft x 12 ft with a 6 -ft 
covered porch. These units are located in the tenting 
section of the park and offer you the most privacy. 
There is a ceiling light/fan combination. Some units 
have air conditioning and all have a small refrigerator. A 
cooking grill, fire ring and picnic table are outside. By 
insurance regulations, cooking and heating units are 
not allowed inside. Sleeping arrangements consist of a 
double bed and a bunk bed. These units are designed to 
sleep up to four people. One Kabin offers 3 twin beds

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The original Walnut Hills property was tucked away in a lovely woodland rise of ground where the source of Christianôs 

Creek flows from the still standing springhouse. The creek gathers in its flow other small streams and joins the Middle River 
about fifteen miles farther on and finally empties into the Shenandoah River. Over 250-year-old Locust and Walnut trees still 
stand as sentinels overlooking the property. 

 
Built out of what was originally a plantation property, Walnut Hills carries with its name a rich history. The park property 
(now reduced to about 45 acres) was part of a much larger tract of land and was a part of the Beverley grant from the King of 

England. The original grant was for 118,491 acres and sold to Scotch- Irish settlers in the Orange County region of the    
Shenandoah Valley. John Christian, who settled here in 1732, purchased the property. The Christian family was one of the 

earliest settlers and prominent residents of the area. In 1745 John Christian, was named one of the first magistrates of Augusta 
County. The original ñWalnut Houseò (across from the store) was built circa 1736. Johnôs 
son married in 1799 and their descendents lived in this home. The last generation, produc-

ing four daughters: Fanny, Sally, Mary and Mattie, occupied the house until the last daugh-
ter died in the early 1960ôs. The present home reflects the architecture and environment of 
itôs Westmoreland County, England heritage. Taking a careful look around the house and 

property, one can still see evidence of an outdoor kitchen and the foundations of outbuild-
ings, many housing the slaves of the plantation. What is now the campground store and 
registration building, originally served as the stable for the plantation house. Although now 

with modern conveniences, in the store you can still see the feeding troughs for horses, the 
misshapen logs from rough-hewn lumber and the peg construction evident of the era. Be-
cause it was a stable and not a barn, is a potential explanation as to why it had not been 

burned by the Union forces during the Civil War.  
 
Interstate 81 in this area was nearing completion in the late 1960ôs. This brought many 

changes to the Shenandoah Valley ï opening new opportunities for many and closing them 
for others. Route 11, being the main north and south route through this area prior to this 

construction, found itself abundant with small businesses. Service stations, restaurants and 
motels dotted the landscape. With the new higher speed interstates through the valley, 
many such businesses found themselves in danger of closing with the decreased traffic flow. One has to travel just a few short 

miles along Route 11 to see evidence of many motels turned apartments and service stations turned antique stores or farm 
stands. With the new highway came the opportunity for bigger hotels, truck stops, restaurant chains and fortunately camp-
grounds. 

 
In 1965, the Koogler family purchased the plantation property. In 1969, the land was developed into a campground to serve 
the many visitors traveling through the Shenandoah Valley. The Kooglers occupied the ñWalnut Houseò and ran the camp-

ground property until it was sold in 1985. At this time, the ñWalnut Houseò was subdivided from the campground and they 
were separately deeded. In early 1990, the current owner, Steve Albrecht, purchased the campground. At that time many of 
the 85 sites were ñprimitiveò and most of the developed ones had only 15-amp electric service. Needs of the RV of those days 

were minimal; being equipped with little more than incandescent lighting, a fan for cooling and a radio for entertainment. 
Camping vehicles of yesteryear contrast sharply with todayôs requirements of the forty-five foot motor homes that struggle to 
get by with less than 50 amps powering their multiple air conditioners, ice makers, heat pumps, plasma televisions and com-

puters. Walnut Hills continually strives to make constant upgrades, keeping us among the highest rated campgrounds in the 
Commonwealth. It now boasts 153 camping sites as well as 10 rental units that serve the needs of the non-RV families. 
Camping sites are equipped with water, 30/50 amp electric and sewer. In keeping with the times we have telephone and wire-

less internet available at your site. In the spring of 2008, we renovated our pool and opened an on-site massage therapy and 
wellness center. Walnut Hills is a member of the Greater Augusta Regional Chamber of Commerce, the Virginia Camp-

ground Association, the Best Holiday Trav-L-Park Association. Walnut Hills has been recognized by the National Associa-
tion of RV Parks & Campgrounds with several Awards of Excellence. 
 

In April of 2009, Walnut Hills Campground became affiliated with the KOA network of parks. Now Walnut Hills Camp-
ground is known as ñStaunton/Walnut Hills KOAò. Same owners, same G.R.E.A.T. place. 
 

Walnut Hills Campground, after 41 years of service to the camping enthusiast, continues to move ahead with the times and 
technology but acknowledges and revels in the history of the area and property.

The kampground was an instant hit. Drum was on the kampground nearly every night, talking 
to kampers about their desires. They told Drum they only wished they could stay in quality 
kampgrounds throughout their travels. 

By the summer of 1963, Drum had two partners and a vision to create a system of kamp-
grounds throughout North America. The familiar logo was created and franchises started to 
sell. Kampgrounds of America was up and running. 

By the end of the 1969 kamping season, KOA had 262 kampgrounds in operation across the 
U.S. By 1972, just 10 years after KOAôs creation, the franchise system had grown to 600 
kampgrounds. 

Times were good. Americaôs love affair with the recreation vehicle was in full swing. Then 
came the Arab oil embargoes of 1973 and 1978. At a time when many travel-oriented busi-
nesses were failing, KOA was able to weather the storm due to the strength of its system. By 
1982, nearly 900 KOA Kampgrounds were serving campers throughout North America. 

Today, KOA remains strong because we believe in asking kampers what they think through 
its annual Kamper Satisfaction Surveys and meticulously inspecting our campgrounds and 
working with owners and staff to ensure they all meet the high standards of quality our kam-
pers demand.
